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Lura Mcluckie was a driving force for
ladies curling in Manitoba and in Canada.
Although she developed her love of the
game as a competitor, it was as an executive
and builder that she truly distinguished
herself.
McLuckie grew up in a curling family and
the ElImwood Curling Club was considered
May 3, 1912 /June 13,1998 her home club. She served on the executive
of the EImwood Ladies Curling Club for years and was club president in 1949-50.
McLuckie had a passion for junior girls curling and taught it for many years at
Elmwood. She also set in motion the formation of a junior women's interclub
program in Winnipeg.
On the provincial scene, McLuckie occupied almost every administrative position in the Manitoba Ladies Curling Association (MLCA)
including Secretary-Treasurer. She rose through the ranks to serve as MLCA President in 1962-63.
Nationally, McLuckie was a key figure in the formation of the Canadian Ladies Curling Association (CLCA) and instrumental in guiding
the fledgling organization as it grew. As the CLCA President in 1967-68, she
